Bell Ringer

Guidelines & Suggestions
1.  Appoint a “Bell Ringer” chairperson.

2. Select the dates and hours you would like to man the kettles.

3.  Recruit your members as “Bell Ringers.”  Plan to cover your location(s) for 4-6 hours     

     on the day you ring bells.  Adopting a kettle for a day (10 am – 8 pm) is most helpful.

4.  Bell Ringers are much more successful when they work in pairs.

5.  Set up a competition within your organization or group.

6.  Encourage your members to give their personal Christmas contribution through the 

     kettle on the day your group is ringing.  Their donation will not only be credited to 

     them, personally, but also count in your group’s total amount raised.

7.  If your group wears some form of identification (i.e. buttons, badges, jackets, etc.) that 

     will assist in kettle donations as well.

8.  The bells and kettles will be delivered to your selected location(s) for the starting time 

     of your first bell ringer.  We will pick up the kettles at the conclusion of the last 

     volunteer bell ringer’s shift.

9.  Your group will receive a letter from us reporting the amount of money you raised 

      while manning the kettles.

10.  Kettle sponsorship.  If you are unable to give of your time, consider sponsoring a 

       kettle site for a day.  To do this your group or organization can give a donation that   

      would cover the cost of having a paid bell ringer at a certain location(s).  (For more 

      information contact Captain Amos Shiels at (217) 245-7124.)
